The project’s objectives were to integrate the school in the cultural identity of the 
neighborhood by designing a public-oriented open space, while maintaining the introverted program of the 
school with a semi-open main space for building.

Design of a new cultural center for Studio of Your Own, a non-profit organization promoting women artists, 
at Litvinovsky House in Jerusalem. The project introduced a restoration of the historic building to include 
artists studios, a café and a public courtyard.

Led the interior design of a Tel Aviv city center apartment, inspired by Russian avant-garde in form and 
color, designing custom elements and furniture, and exploring innovative construction materials.

Institut Français - Tel Aviv, IL
The French Institute of Tel Aviv occupies a Bauhaus-style building in the White City district, at the corner 
of Herzl Street and Rothschild Boulevard. The project involved preserving the façade, including the public 
entrance and roof terrace, and renovating the interior office spaces.
